
Wi-Fi Scanner

PFScan is a program for the Pocket PC to locate and display all available Wi-Fi networks.

INSTALLATION: Extract the files in the downloaded archive to a temporary folder.

Select Setup.exe
Then follow the directions

REQUIREMENTS: Pocket PC device with built-in Wi-Fi or a Wi-Fi adapter. 802.11
With windows CE version 2003 or newer

SETUP: Select the OPTIONS tab, Select the options as follows:



Selecting an adapter: This box will list all available Wi-Fi
adapters, if the list is empty, there are no available adapters and the program will not
function.

Refresh Rate: is how often the program searches for
available networks. Using the stylus, slide the red knob to the right for a faster rate and
to the left for a slower rate. Rates are Slowest about one scan every 2 seconds and
Fastest, about 5 scans per second.

Font Size. to adjust the font size in the main screen,
Using the stylus, slide the red knob to the right for a larger font and to the left for a
smaller font. Font sizes are 10 – 20 Points

Show Secure: show secure or encrypted access points Open access
points are identified as Open and secure access points are identified as WEP. WEP is an
encryption used in wireless networks and requires a key.

NOTE: Not all open Access Points are unprotected, many OPEN access points use
MAC or IP access control so when you try to connect, the access point looks at your
device for it’s MAC address and if the MAC address is not in the access points list of
approved devices you will not be able to connect to this terminal.

Show Peers: Selects if peers will also be listed. Peers will be listed as
Peer under type. Access Points will be listed as AP under type.

Sound: If enabled, a sonar type sound or ping will be played when a new
connection is made.

ABOUT: To find out about support and to enter your registration key
click on ABOUT





MAIN SCREEN

EXIT: Exits the program.
SCAN indicates that the program is scanning for Wi-Fi sites
PAUSE / RESUME to pause or resume scanning
Tap and hold on any site name to ZOOM in

SAVE to Save the list in xls (excel) format to the My Documents folder on the Pocket PC

The file name includes the time stamp of the file, you may not be able to read it in pocket
excel, copy it to the desktop and use Excel.
